PORT TOWNSEND, WA—July 25-27, Centrum presents Jazz Port Townsend, Washington state’s largest summer jazz festival. Headlined in 2013 by by such internationally renowned musicians as Anat Cohen, Wycliffe Gordon, and Artistic Director John Clayton, Jazz Port Townsend turns the Victorian seaport and arts community of Port Townsend into the summer jazz scene. Mainstage shows take place at Fort Worden State Park’s McCurdy Pavilion—a renovated WWI-era balloon hangar converted into a 1,200-seat performance hall. Smaller, more intimate shows take place in Port Townsend’s downtown restaurants and clubs.
