PORT TOWNSEND, WA—Sunday, February 24, at 2 pm, at Fort Worden State Park’s Joseph F. Wheeler Theater, Centrum presents Baroque Offerings—featuring the west coast’s finest Baroque musicians, including Elizabeth Blumenstock, concertmaster of San Francisco’s Philharmonic Baroque. The performance will feature works by Purcell, Blow, Bieber, Schutz, Bonporti, A. Scarlatti and Handel. The performance features Camille King, soprano; Jennifer Lane, mezzo-soprano; Elizabeth Blumenstock, baroque violin; Leif Woodward, baroque cello; Susan Feldman, violin; and Lucinda Carver, harpsichord. 

“Baroque music is relatively accessible” said Centrum program manager Gregg Miller. “Lucinda has put together a program which is both enjoyable and interesting. With singers, string players and keyboard there will be lots of variety. Baroque music is a particular specialty of Lucinda’s and she’s gathered some of her favorite players from across the country to fly in for this concert. An added bonus is that Lucinda will be playing a harpsichord, which looks as beautiful as it sounds.”

Baroque violinist Elizabeth Blumenstock is widely admired as a performer of interpretive eloquence and technical sparkle. A frequent soloist, concertmaster, and leader with American Bach Soloists, Philharmonia Baroque Orchestra, and the Italian ensemble Il Complesso Barocco, she is also a member of several of California’s finest period instrument ensembles, including Musica Pacifica, Ensemble Mirable, the Arcadian Academy, and Trio Galanterie. She has appeared with period orchestras and chamber ensembles throughout the United States and abroad.

Leif Woodward, baroque cello, is an alumnus of the University of Southern California’s Thornton School of Music. He performs with groups such as Los Angeles Musica Angelica, Los Angeles Master Choral, Pacific Choral, Los Angeles Baroque Orchestra, Santa Barbara Symphony, Angeles Consort, and La Barca. In addition, He appears at the Carmel Bach Festival, San Luis Obispo Mozart Festival, Corona Del Mar Baroque Music Festival and on the chamber music series at the John Paul Getty Museum. 
Camille King, soprano, enjoys a varied career that encompasses opera, oratorio and orchestral work, chamber music and recital performances. As a coloratura soprano her operatic career included leading roles in productions with Rome Opera, Innsbruck Opera, San Francisco Opera, Washington Opera, Minnesota Opera, Chautauqua Opera, Central City Opera and Colorado Opera Festival.

Susan Feldman, violinist, is an active performer throughout the United States. She holds a bachelor’s degree from Illinois Wesleyan University, a master’s degree from the USC Thornton School, where she studied with Robert Lipsett, and a doctorate from USC Thornton in early music performance where she studied with James Tyler, Ingrid Matthews, and Elizabeth Blumenstock.

Lucinda Carver has performed as soloist a with the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Los Angeles Chamber Orchestra, Pacific Symphony, Capella Salisburgensis, Santa Barbara Chamber Orchestra and Manhattan Philharmonic and she frequently took the dual role of soloist/conductor in Mozart piano concerti with the Los Angeles Mozart Orchestra. Carver has also been featured in solo and chamber music recitals at the Carmel Bach Festival, San Luis Obispo Mozart Festival, Prince George Music Festival and under the aegis of the Los Angeles Philharmonic, Los Angeles Chamber Orchestra and Musica Angelica. Her performances have been broadcast across the United States on National Public Radio.
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
