Lousiana roots band The Revelers—comprised of the founding members of the Red Stick Ramblers and 
The Pine Leaf Boys—lead the dance. The Louisiana Revelers have joined together newest project which combines Swamp-Pop, Cajun, Country, Blues and Zydeco into a powerful tonic of roots music straight from Southwest Louisiana.
In 2013, Centrum celebrates 40 seasons of full-immersion experiences in the arts. Founded in 1973 in partnership with Washington State Parks, the Washington State Arts Commission, and the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, Centrum’s first workshops—youth education workshops, music and dance, and the first annual Port Townsend Writers’ Conference—took place in 1974.


This year, Centrum continues and expands on the 40-year tradition with such programs as Choro (April 3-7), Voice Works (June 24-30), the Festival of American Fiddle Tunes (June 30-July 7), the Port Townsend Writers’ Conference (July 7-21), Jazz Port Townsend (July 21-28), the Port Townsend Acoustic Blues Festival (July 28-August 5), DANCE This (August 5-10), and the first-ever Port Townsend Ukelele Festival (September 11-15.) 


These full-immersion experiences put master artists in the traditions together with ardent participants. Faculty and students work together night and day in intensive community. Public performances culminate each workshop, inviting the greater audience into the artistic experience. 
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
